Some of the unsold books were donated to SCARE in Glen Ellyn, to be 
sent to families in other parts of the world. Some of the clothes will also be sent to the Philippines to help 
others living there. Your donations to the Rummage Sale not only helped Prince of Peace, but also helped 
widely scattered people in other places. Thank you all for your generosity.
